4) Projects supported by a Level-1 grant must be completed within six months of the notification of award.
For Level-2 Grants

1) The maximum Level-2 grant is $5,000.

2) There is a limit per association of ONE Level-2 grant per year.
3) The final application deadline for the year will be September 15th.
4) Associations may not apply for grants intended to support projects in which the applicant has participated in the past.
